• Literature Resource Center (good for biographical & historical context and critical 
articles) 

o Use Advanced Search 
o Note Tabs for different types of info (Biographies, Criticism, Additional Resources) 

 
• JSTOR (good for scholarly, critical articles) 

o Search your keywords in “full –text” NOT in “abstract” 
o Use double quotes around phrases including titles, e.g., “passage to India” 
o Narrow Search to Article 

 
• Academic Search Premier (good for scholarly, critical articles) 

o Try Advanced Search
